Propagation

This Worm searches for folders in all physical and removable drives then drops copies of itself inside the folder as
{folder name}.EXE.

It drops copies of itself in removable drives. These dropped copies use the names of the folders located on the said

Other Details
This Worm does the following:
» It modifies .exe files in all drives and directory to a size of zero byte, making it unusable.
Step 1

Before doing any scans, Windows XP, Windows Vista, and Windows 7 users must disable System Restore to allow

full scanning of their computers.

Note that not all files, folders, and registry keys and entries are installed on your computer during this
malware's/spyware's/grayware's execution.
